Taxable Sales Summary – November 2014

Statewide taxable sales for November 2014 of $3,965,304,650 represent a 6.9% increase over November 2013.  The largest increases in statewide taxable sales were realized by Professional, Scientific, and Technical Services, up 1,953%; Food Services and Drinking Places, up 4.4%; Nonstore Retailers, up 76.2%; Motor Vehicle and Parts Dealers, up 7.1%; and Electronics and Appliance Stores, up 13.7%.  The following major sales indicators represent changes in Nevada’s economic activity for November 2014 compared to November 2013:

Ten of Nevada’s seventeen counties recorded an increase in taxable sales for November 2014 compared to November 2013; Churchill, Eureka, Humboldt, Lyon, Mineral, Nye, and Pershing recorded a decrease.


Revenue Collections from Sales and Use Taxes – November 2014

Gross revenue collections from sales and use taxes amounted to $313,507,484 for November 2014, which represents a 5.67% increase compared to November 2013.  The General Fund portion of the sales and use taxes collected amounted to $78,869,635, which represents a 5.97% increase compared to November 2013. 

Compared to the December 2014 Economic Forum projections, adjusted for actions approved by the 2013 Legislature, and based on Department analysis, the General Fund portion of the sales and use taxes is approximately -1.32% or $5.6 million below their forecast for fiscal year 2015 through the November period.
Excise Tax Revenue Collections – November 2014

The Department reports excise tax collections of $27,642,108 for the month of November 2014, an increase of 5.59% compared to the same month, prior year.  

Compared to the Economic Forum’s December 2014 projections, through the November period of fiscal year 2014, cigarette taxes are up 6.68% or $2.2 million above projections, and other tobacco products tax is down 13% or $626 thousand below projections.  The liquor tax is 0.37% or $65 thousand above projections.  Live entertainment tax is $210 thousand, or 3.23% below projections through November of fiscal year 2015.
