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Introduction to the 2014 Population Projections: Revisions To The Initial DRAFT

A draft version of the population projections was developed over the summer and circulated to local governments
September 1 for their comments.  Since those projections were circulated, three announcements were made that
created the need for revisions as well as providing additional supplemental material from the REMI model used in
producing the projections.  The most significant announcement was that there had been successful negotiations
between the Nevada Governor’s Office of Economic Development and Tesla Motors for their Gigafactory.  The
Nevada State Legislature approved changes to state statutes that cleared the path for this project to move
forward.  The other announcements were the relocation of approximately 1,000 jobs by Amazon.com from Lyon to
Washoe County and the relocation of Ashima Devices to Washoe County from California by 2018. 

The projections by individual year are shown in the Population Projections for Nevada's Counties 2014 to 2033
Nevada State Demographer's Office Based On 2013 Estimate: Comparing Including Tesla Plant and Original
DRAFT Projections tables on pages 12 to 20.  Table 1 shows a summary that compares the 2013 projections, the
original draft projections, and the revised projections for 2032, the last year they have in common.  The impact of
the Tesla Gigafactory will ripple across much of the state.  The counties with the largest population impacts will be
Carson City, Lyon, and Washoe Counties.   

The Regional Economics Models, Inc.  (REMI) model was used for these projections as well as for preparing
information for the Nevada Governor’s Office of Economic Development on the potential impact of the
Gigafactory.  We have two models from REMI.  One model provides information for all 17 counties but only for 23
major economic sectors.   It looks at the dynamic economic and demographic relationships between the 17
counties and US as a total.   We also have a model with 70 economic sector detail for the state as whole.  The 70
sector model shows greater job creation due to the Tesla plant as shown in the attached letter to the Director of
the Office of Economic Development.   The 23 sector model may not reflect the full impact of the jobs the
Gigafactory is projected to produce over the next 20 years but it is a tool for projecting the impact by jurisdiction. 
Because the 70 sector model projects a greater number of jobs than the 23 sector model, these may be
conservative population projections.  The 20 year projections are produced annually and will change as more
historical data becomes available as well as recent development plans are fleshed out in greater detail and the
economy changes locally and nationally.

The 17 county model provides a tool for looking at the role that commuting will play in the counties surrounding the
Gigafactory.  The REMI model accounts for commuting flows based off of historic data that includes the residential
adjusted employment data from the Bureau of Economic Analysis (in dollar amounts) and journey to work data
from the Census Bureau.  REMI considers income, labor force, housing cost, and distance in estimating
commuting.  

In looking at the 2006 to 2010 journey to work data from the Census Bureau the largest number of commuters
coming into Storey County are from Washoe County and Carson City followed by Lyon County.   The current
inflow from Carson City to Storey County may reflect population working in the Virginia City area while workers
from Lyon and Washoe County primarily commute to the Tahoe Regional Industrial Center -- that commuting
pattern is expected to continue.   The increase in commuting from Carson City could also be tied to development
in Washoe County as a quarter of the commuters into Washoe County come from Carson City.  

Also included in this document are a number of supplemental tables from the REMI model including projections for
the population from the age of 5 to 19.   These tables are provided to aid local governments and economic
development officials.   Results are reported for a baseline forecast, that is without including Tesla, and for the four
counties likely to see the greatest impact information is presented to show what the additional impact of Tesla will
be on those counties. 

These tables should not be considered definitive or official estimates or projections.   For instance, the Department
of Employment Training and Rehabilitation produces projections and this office produces age, sex, race, and
Hispanic origin estimates and projections.

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The following information is being provided to put the DRAFT population projections for 2014 through 2033 in
context.  The annual projections are attached at the end of this document. 

The projections are based on the 2013 estimates and were prepared using the Regional Economic Models, Inc.
(REMI) model for Nevada’s 17 counties.   This discussion presents a comparison of the 2013 projections and the
current 2014 DRAFT projections for 2032 (the year they share in common); information on REMI’s Out of the Box
model; and an overview of the updates that were done to the model for producing the projections is also
discussed.  

The following tables and graphs show where Nevada is currently as it continues to recover from the Great
Recession.  The reader should bear in mind that Nevada was hit by three economic factors in the last decade: the
housing bubble; the spike in fuel prices; and the financial crisis. 

While gold prices have fallen recently, they are still higher than 1990's inflation adjusted price of $699.36 an
ounce.   Any discussion of job changes for the rural counties needs to bear this in mind.

As shown in Table 1, Nevada began losing jobs sooner for a longer period of time than its neighboring states and the nation
as a whole.   More than 108,000 jobs, 58% of the jobs lost, have been recovered since employment bottomed out almost four
years ago.  Nationally the number of jobs recovered has exceeded the jobs lost but there is ongoing concern about the quality
of those jobs both for hours worked and wage levels.   Table 2 shows annual wages for 2007and 2013 in current and 2007
dollars.   As shown, Nevada’s experienced a loss of real average wages while the surrounding states’ wages stayed more or
less flat over a six-year time frame.

Job creation and wages are one way to look at a state’s economy.  Another is to look at how competitive the state is
compared to other areas of the country and what sectors help grow its economy.   One tool for looking at that is to calculate a
location quotient.  A location quotient compares a local region’s job distribution to a larger region, in this case, Nevada to the
US as a whole.  The US percentage distribution of an industrial sector is divided into the local area sector’s share.   For
example, US, manufacturing hypothetically makes up 10% of the workforce while locally it makes up 15% of the workforce.  
The location quotient for the region’s manufacturing sector would be 1.5.   A location quotient above one is considered a
basic industry which is exporting goods and services.   A location quotient less than one means that the area is suppling
those goods and services primarily to itself.   A location quotient also shows just how concentrated a local economy is in a
specific sector.

Construction employment peaked at a location quotient of 1.88 in 2006 and fell to 1.04 by 2012 which is closer to meeting
local demand rather than it acting as an export base for the economy.   It has moved up some between 2012 and 2013.  The
arts and entertainment sector and the accommodations and food services sector are still the sectors that drive Nevada’s
economy but are becoming less dominant compared to the rest of the country.   Mining continues to holds its own while the
transportation and warehousing sector continues to grow.  Table 4 “Location Quotients for Accommodations and Gambling
Sorted By 2001 LQ and Difference” shows the location quotients calculated for 2001 and 2012 from Bureau of Economic
Analysis data.   The two categories are sorted by the size of their 2001 location quotient and then by the difference or change
in the quotient from 2001 to 2012.   These sector’s are still Nevada’s competitive strengths and dominant sectors but it is a
shifting landscape with a number of states that could be characterized as tourist destinations loosing some their dominance. 
This could reflect a couple of things.  Tastes and travel preferences may be changing and states may be retaining more of
their discretionary dollars due to their residents traveling closer to home.  This information helps to frame the projections that
follow.

Table 5 compares the 2013 Final and the 2014 DRAFT projections for the year 2032 since the 2013 projections only go out
that far.  That is the year that the two projections share in common.  Overall for the state as a whole we are projecting a
growing population but one that is lower than last year’s projection by 11,006.

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The REMI model and changes to it
The REMI model which underlies these projections comes with an “out of the box” (OOB) projection for both the nation as a
whole and the 17 counties in Nevada.  The user can adjust the national as well as the local projection.  The first step in the
projections is to update the national projection and compare that against other sources.   REMI’s out of the box projection was
projecting annual growth of 1.2% and the Moody’s Economy.com projection for 2013 to 2033 was 0.8% as a national
projection.   Updating national employment for 2011, 2012, and 2013 in the REMI model increased the employment by
783,000 for 2012 and that tapered to 39,000 by 2023.   Long term growth with the employment update was 1.1% annually. 
Reviewing the REMI and Moody’s data showed that REMI had much higher growth in the health care sector compared to
Moody’s Economy.com, especially when health care to population was controlled on a per capita basis.   Because of that, the
national forecast was adjusted to reflect less growth in the health care sector.  Figure 2 shows how the four projections
compare.  The national forecast that was used in producing the county projections had an average growth rate of 0.9%.   

Updating the national projection in REMI also impacts the Nevada economy.  This is illustrated in Figure 3 which also adds in
county level information.  The OOB line shows Nevada’s employment from the out of the box model, the next line in the graph
shows employment with only the national employment updated as previously discussed, and the Local Employment Update
line shows what happens with only updating Nevada’s local employment numbers.   The model is built off of a last historic
year of 2011.   Data was available so the actual employment could be updated with more recently reported data for 2013 for
Clark and Washoe Counties from the Quarterly Census of Employment and Wages (QCEW) data.  The majority of the other
counties were updated to reflect 2012 data.  A few were updated to reflect 2013.

Specifically, Nevada’s counties tend to be small and/or have employment concentrated in a small number of firms.  This leads
to data suppression and makes effectively updating the models employment more craft than science.  The updated
employment was reviewed by comparing how the total employment compared between the trends in the QCEW data and the
broader range of employment reflected in the REMI model.   REMI is built upon Bureau of Economic Analysis data and that
reports employment for more than those covered by unemployment insurance.  After updating for recent local changes,
Nevada’s projected employment drops from where the model predicts it to be with only the national employment changes. 
That is, the economy is no longer following historic trends in the model.  As has been stated before, for reasons beyond the
scope of this report, Nevada continues to lag in its recovery compared to the nation as a whole.

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With the REMI model, the user can make changes to the Out of the Box (OOB) projection through using policy variables in
the model.   Changes in these variables impacted the statewide employment shown in Figure 3 as the All Adjustments line.  
One of the main adjustments was to increase mining employment.  The OOB model had a loss in employment while showing
gains in worker productivity.   Employment was adjusted upward and productivity was adjusted downward.   The added year
of history for 2013 improved mining employment going forward so there was less of an adjustment made to it as a policy
variable.  Figure 4 shows the impact of this adjustment.   It was assumed for the purposes of these projections that overall
mining employment will be relatively flat for the next three years and then fall to historic average levels for the period between
1990 and 2012.   While gold mining may lose employment other mineral mining or petroleum drilling areas may be developed
so that the aggregate total of mining jobs follows these two assumptions.   The counties that this adjustment was made to
were: Elko, Esmeralda, Eureka, Humboldt, Lander, Pershing, Storey and White Pine.  

The other categories and region where there was a substantial adjustment made was to Clark County’s Arts, Entertainment,
and Recreation and the Accommodation and Food Services sectors.  Modeling this employment has been done by looking at
the ratio of employees per hotel room.  From 1990 through 2012 the average number of employees in the Accommodations
and Food Service sector has been 1.74 employees per room.   The high was in 2007 at 1.95 and low was 1.54 per room in
1993.  That ratio is shown in Figure 5 which also shows the average.   There are possibly a number of things going on with
the ratio: 1.) Employment is an annualized concept and the room count is as of the end of the year so there is a mismatch in
the data.; 2.) The periods that are higher than the average may reflect employment beyond the Las Vegas Strip.; and 3.) The
lower rate ranging between 1.6 and 1.7 may be more indicative of a stable or slow growth conditions.   The 2013 ratio of 1.68
was used in producing these projections.

Occupancy has ranged from 68% in 1970 to a high of 90.4% in 1996 and 2007.  The average from 1970 to 2013 has been
82.8% and the average since 1996 has been 86%.  The national hotel occupancy rate was 65.2% in 1996.  The rate fell to
54.1% in 2009.  For 2013 the national rate was 62.2%.   Clark County’s rate fell from 90.4% in 2007 to 80.4% in 2010 and for
2013 it was 84.3%.   Nationally gaming revenue peaked at $37.52 billion in 2007 and was $37.34 in 2012 (2013 AGA Survey
of Casino Entertainment).   Clark County’s gaming revenue in 2007 was $10.87 billion and in 2012 it was $9.4 billion.  

The Out of the Box projection in employment in Accommodations and Food Services equated to a gain of 55,372 hotel rooms
over the time period for these projections using the 1.68 ratio.  Given that there is only one large project announced at this
time, the Genting Groups 3,500 room project on the old Stardust site, the model’s employment was adjusted to show fewer

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new rooms being built over the next 20 years.  Table 4 shows the result of these adjustments using the 2013 ratio of
employees to total rooms and occupied rooms.   The model does not match up with the near term rooms under construction

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and this may be due to an over projection of over rooms using the 2013 ratio or a continuing increase in occupancy rates.  
Changing the ratio to 1.74 employees per room would decrease the number of rooms overall.
